3.2 North Yorkshire Council

CliIr Les has had complaints about the amount of horse waste on the roads. This is
not illegal though some areas may have byelaws about this.

The planning meeting for the Motorway Services is scheduled for October. It will go
to a strategic planning committee which means that the provision of motorway
services along the length of the A1M will be looked at to see what is actually needed.
CliIr Les said that planning are aware of the campaign by Road Chef to get
individuals from all over the country to send in positive comments about the planning
application.

The Clerk said that MOTTO will be attending the September Parish Council meeting
to explain their planning application for the expansion of Scotch Corner and Barton
services.

CliIr Les attended the first liaison meeting at Pallett Hill quarry. He said it had been
very useful. The quarry on the playing field side of the road has now been
landscaped and will be opened up to the public in the future. Clir Campbell also
attended. Another meeting is to be held in September.

3.3 Marne Barracks

Major Dent attended the meeting. He said the proposed new entrance onto the
training area of the barracks is to go ahead and will be open in October for
construction traffic. The entrance will probably be permanent.

Some demolition work is to start in August but the spoil from this will remain on site
and be used as hard core.

This was paid for by a grant received from the National
Lottery Community Fund.

Clir Ryan recently attended a Save our Swale meeting at which the state of the water
at Brompton on Swale was discussed. There is a high level of pollutants in the water
including coliform bacteria which is thought could be coming downstream from the
sewage works by Easby Abbey. Clir Ryan was concerned about this as the Swale
flows through our area and the potential risk this may have on children and dogs
going into the water. ClIr Les suggested we invite someone from the group to attend
one of our meetings. The Clerk will organise this.
